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Botanical art in Australia has undergone somewhat of a renaissance in the last 10 years; however,
unlike other botanical art prizes, we were not looking for scientific illustrations nor necessarily
representative work - the only limitation being that the proposed work must directly relate to the
theme of Western Australian native flora and make reference to specific WA species. Artists
whose proposed work challenged traditional notions and conventions of botanical art were
encouraged to enter.

The shortlisting panel's criteria for the selection of finalists was based around the premise of the prize,
‘botanical art in the expanded field", with a focus on artists whose proposed work challenged
conventions of botanical art and demonstrate a mastery over materials, artform, and concepts,
with consideration given to how the entries exhibited as a whole.
